NGRT Reading Assessments

 Your child’s next READING assessment will take place in the week 
beginning Monday 10th June.

 You can’t revise for the test but you can practice reading and you should 
be reading regularly in your own time.

 The test is conducted on line and usually takes about 30 -45 minutes to 
complete. Students work through the test independently. 

 The test is made up of two parts: 

 sentence completion (which measures decoding with some element of 
comprehension); 

 passage comprehension (which measures a range of comprehension skills 
of increasing difficulty). 

 The digital version that we use is adaptive, so it responds to the level of 
the child as they take the test.
